Today’s Music

Today’s anthem (and introit) is written by American composer K. Lee
Scott (b.1950). Mr. Scott is a leading composer for the church, with
over 300 publications to his name. Mr. Scott studied at the Univer-
sity of Alabama, and has taught composition at several colleges in
the Birmingham area. “Search Me, O God” is an intelligent setting
of Psalm 139: 23-24, 7-10. In three part-form (a-b-a), “Search me,
O God” begins very quietly and calmly, as the Psalmist asks God to
search his heart. However, in the “b” section, when the Psalmist asks
rhetorically “Where shall | go from your Spirit?” the accompaniment
becomes more agitated. Mr. Scott then uses musical imagery to high-
light the meaning of the words by having the choir rise in pitch on “If
| ascend up to heaven” and lower in pitch on “If | make the grave my
bed,” etc.. The anthem concludes by returning musically and textu-
ally to the beginning, asking one more time for God to “Search me.”
