Today’s special music features American hymns played by the instru-
mental ensemble.  The words to “Brethren, We Have Met To Wor-
ship” were written by George Atkins, a Methodist pastor who worked 
in Ohio and Tennessee in the early 19th century.  The tune, HOLY 
MANNA, was first published in 1825 by William Moore, who claimed 
authorship. Moore was from western Tennessee, and the structure of 
the tune is very conducive to singing in canons (rounds) in the “primi-
tive” style. The words emphasize the expectation of encountering 
God in worship, and the words equate the Holy Spirit “coming down” 
to us in worship like manna did daily for the Israelites on their way to 
the Promised Land.
 
“I Surrender All” is from the late 19th Century, when large crusades 
and camp meetings were very popular. Wordsmith Judson Van De 
Venter (1855-1939) was an artist and art teacher who was involved in 
evangelistic work. His inner struggle between the desire to become 
a well-known artist and responding to God’s call to full-time evan-
gelism ended when he made the decision one night to “surrender 
all.” He wrote the words in 1896 and his musical associate, Winfield 
Weeden (1847-1908) wrote the music.  There is also an interesting 
connection between this evangelist and Billy Graham. Graham writes 
of meeting Van De Venter in Florida in the 1930’s as a student and 
being influenced by “this kind, gentle, deeply spiritual man.”
