“Laudate Dominum” (Praise the Lord) is from Mozart’s Solemn Ves-
pers, which he wrote for the Salzburg Cathedral in 1780 or 81, the 
year before he left his hometown for the big city of Vienna. Mozart 
(1756-1791) was eager to leave, as he felt constrained by the musi-
cally conservative Archbishop. For example, the setting of the tradi-
tional Vespers Service (various Psalms and the Magnificat) required 
no repetition of words because the Archbishop demanded the ser-
vice be complete in less than an hour.  

Mozart, the child genius turned ambitious young composer nev-
ertheless composed one of the most sublime movements in his 
entire catalog with the 5th movement “Laudate Dominum”(Psalm 
117). Written for soprano solo and choir, the slow, undulating 
tempo is a peaceful respite from the other, more spirited move-
ments. In it we are reminded that praise of God is not always 
grandiose, but is sometimes calm, serene, and introspective. 
 
Translation
“Praise the Lord, all you nations, and extol him, all you peoples. For 
great is his love toward us, and the faithfulness of the Lord endures 
forever. Glory be to the Father, and Son, and Holy Spirit. As it was in 
the beginning, is now and ever shall be. World without end, Amen.”
