Today’s Music

The words and music to “Come, Share The Lord” were written by 
Bryan Jeffery Leech. Leech was born in England but came to the 
United States for college and seminary, and became an ordained 
minister in the Evangelical Covenant Church.  He didn’t discover his 
musical talent until his thirties, but has since written over 500 songs 
and anthems.  

He provides his own story about how this anthem was written. “In the 
autumn of 1982, I made an inner resolve to write a communion an-
them and promptly forgot about it. During Christmas with my family 
in England, I invented a melody at the piano, but my mind was barren 
of any lyric ideas.    One hot summer day, while visiting a musician 
friend in Simi Valley, Calif., I played the setting and asked him to react 

to it.  After repeating it, he thought a moment and then said, ‘It’s obvi-
ous: Communion.’ I went home and within an hour the words were 
complete.”
 
This anthem emphasizes the idea of “family” in the institution of the 
Lord’s Table and tells us that we’re all one in Christ.  “No one is a 
stranger ... everyone belongs.”  Christ has prepared the table for us 
and prepared a place for us in the Father’s house in heaven too.  So 
we have no need to hunger for Christ’s presence or for the hope to 
sustain us through life and death.
