Today’s Music

Late May and early June are times of passage as students graduate,
and companies transfer employees. It is a time when we naturally ask
ourselves “what’s next?” and the anthem of today and last Sunday
ask that question in a spiritual context.

John Ness Beck (1930-1987) was born in Warren, Ohio, and was one
of the founders of Beckenhorst Press, a leading church music pub-
lisher. Beck also worked for a time as a theory professor at Ohio
State University. The poem “Lord, Here Am I” is one of over 8000
written by the Fannie Crosby (1820-1915) who was blinded as an in-
fant. In the late 19th century she was very well known as a writer and

speaker, and her hymns were used to great effect in the crusades
of D.L. Moody and Ira Sankey. If you look in your hymnal you will
find that 16 of her poems are set to music by several great hymn
writers, and she is a person whose faith and faithfulness witness
to us through the ages.

“God Bless America” was introduced on Armistice Day, 1938.
Songwriter Irving Berlin, the son of Russian immigrants, was one
of the most prolific and successful writers in American history, and
he was always grateful for the nation who allowed him so much
opportunity. In the 1950’s, Berlin assigned the copyright to a fund
that has raised millions for the Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts.
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
