“Agnus Dei” is an unusual convergence of two styles. The text is the
last part of the ordinary of the mass, and as such has been set count-
less times. However, this setting is for an operatic solo voice, and
was written by French composer Georges Bizet (1838-11875). In this
setting, the singer is emotionally praying for mercy and peace.

“Let Us Break Bread Together” is one of the most enduring of Afri-
can- American Spirituals, and has been set many times for solo and
choral forces. This arrangement keeps the straightforward nature of
the song intact while using a few altered rhythms and harmonies to
emphasize “O Lord, Have Mercy on Me.”
